Warrior students are busy preparing for
the PSAT, or Preliminary  Scholastic
Aptitude Test, through a series of

review sessions.
The sessions are aimed at helping students

prepare for the PSAT, the only test juniors can
take that can qualify them as National Merit
Scholars. To take the review course, students
must purchase the review book for $14. The
hour-long sessions will take place during lunch
periods and be led by teacher Becky Kelley.

The PSAT is intended primarily for juniors
who wish to prepare for the SAT college
entrance exam and/or qualify to be a National
Merit Scholar. Sophomores may also take the
PSAT if they wish to get extra practice with test
taking skills. Students in the review sessions
will be learning different ways to prepare for
the optional test. Among the skills they are
learning is how to make educated guesses while
taking the test and learning the vocabulary that
will be used in the directions to the test.

Kelley said students must use logic on the
test.

“The PSAT is not a subject test, it is a math
and language test,” Kelly said. “It tests your
ability to reason and find answers.”

The main purpose of the PSAT is to deter-

mine which students will be National Merit
Scholars. Students who do well on the PSAT
can earn Nation Merit Semifinalist status. If
those students then do well on the SAT they
can become National Merit Finalists. After
those two agonizing tests, paperwork must then
be filled out to become a Merit Scholar. A
National Merit Scholar is a very prestigious
award. Many colleges will award scholarships,
even full rides to Scholars. Although being a
Scholar is an enormous achievement, even
being a semi-finalist can provide scholarships
for students.

Traditionally, WHS only has a handful of
semi-finalists or finalists. Kelley said she hopes
this year is different.

“The most semi-finalists or finalists we’ve
had is six, and we usually have three or four,”
Kelley said.

After students take the PSAT on Oct. 16
they will receive their results before Christmas
vacation. On the answer sheet they will be able
to see each question they missed and the right
answer. This allows each student to access their
strengths and weaknesses and allows them to
prepare properly for the SAT.

Students interested in the review sessions or
PSAT test are encouraged to contact Kelley in
the social studies TPC.
